INTRODUCTION AND PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

 

JDJ Properties (the Applicant) is proposing the expansion of the Tiffanyôs Shopping Centre located within the 

iLembe District, KwaZulu Natal Province. The proposed expansion will be located on the site adjacent to the 

shopping centre. 

 

SiVEST SA (Pty) Ltd has subsequently been appointed as the independent Environmental Assessment 

Practitioner (EAP) to undertake the Environmental process for the proposed expansion of the Tiffanyôs 

Shopping Centre located within the iLembe District, KwaZulu Natal Province (EDTEA Reference Number: 

DC29/0010/2023).  

 

The proposed development requires an Environmental Authorisation (EA) from the KwaZulu Natal Provincial 

Department of Economic Development, Tourism and Environmental Affairs (EDTEA). The EIA for the proposed 

development will be conducted in terms of the EIA Regulations, 2014 (as amended) promulgated in terms of 

Chapter 5 of the National Environmental Management Act (NEMA), 1998 (Act No. 107 of 1998). In term of 

these regulations, the proposed expansion will be subject to a Basic Assessment (BA) process in terms of the 

NEMA (as amended) and Appendix 1 of the EIA Regulations, 2014 (as amended).
