The main motivation for my client wanting to do this addition  / Alteration is to increase their security by adding  Trellidor Aluminium Vertical Roller Shutters to windows and doors, and to replace all windows and doors, as all wood frames need to be replaced due to wood rot and wood borer, They also want to add a new Living area suspended over existing pool area. 
1.   Detail the alterations/additions/restorations proposed ( Briefly outline the proposal )                                                                                       
My client would like to do this addition because security is at the top of their priority list.

They have appointed me to draw up plans for new additions and alterations as follows:

They would like to improve their security by adding the new “ Trellidor “ vertical automated shutter system, these shutters will be brown powder coated aluminium, which will match all the new brown powder coated windows.  They have to replace all the existing wooden windows with new brown powder coated aluminium sliding windows, see window schedule.  They also would like to add new stone gabions on the inside of the existing boundary wall, to hide the existing wall.  My client would also like to do alterations, so that they can change the levels of the soil in places around the house, these high soil levels cause damp problems in the existing basement.  

Leaks in some of the previously added additions, are costing huge amounts of money to fix every few years, so my client has decided to demolish some areas, and change some areas. They have appointed me to draw plans to add a new Living area on the First floor, which will also form a new covered patio next swimming pool.  This new living area will have a suspended floor slab and will be cantilevered over the swimming pool.  This new area will add a  modern element to the existing house, but will also compliment the existing style, as many of the houses built in the 1920’s had round bay windows. This new living area has a curved frameless window in the front ( South Western ) elevation.

Due to the age of the house, it is evident that wood rot, wood borer, and lack of maintenance in it’s earlier years, have now necessitated my client to spend money in renovating areas, like new window frames, fixing different roof areas, replacing door and door frames.  So the new living area they want to add, will help us sort out many of the problem areas.  Some of the additions done over the years, will be demolished, and will be replaced with the one big roof which will cut into the main tiled roof.  The existing frames are in need of urgent repair and maintenance, which is the reason for them to decide to replace everything with bronze powder coated aluminium frames. My client would also like to change the existing swimming pool to a lap pool 2 m wide by 10 m long, which will incorporate a new stream pump.
All the existing solid wood ballustrading and hand rails will be replaced by new solid frameless glass ballustrading and handrails by specialist.

2.   Historical Significance:

The original house was constructed in  1933 , it was built of the old coronation clay bricks, ceilings were 3,10 m high, with a clay roof pitch 30 degrees with 350 mm overhang around the house, Hipped roof. (

In July 1935 new Plans were Approved Plan No: 24860  these plans were drawn for the purposes of Constructing a New Bay Window on South Eastern Side and to enclose the Patio and to Add a New Room on the North Eastern Side.  Plan No 2
These Additions and Alterations was completed.
In April 1970  new plans were Approved Plan No: 350 / 4 / 70  these plans were drawn for the purposes of  Adding a New Work room onto Existing Garage  Plan No: 3
This Addition was done at the time.

In August 1970  new plans were Approved Plan No: 350 / 9 / 70  these plans were drawn for the purpose to change the Existing Bathroom  Plan No: 4 ( These Plans are Extremely unclear ).
This Addition was done at the time.

In April 1974  new plans were Approved Plan No: 330 / 4 / 74  these plans were drawn for the purpose to add a Swimming Pool  Plan No: 5 
This Addition was done at the time.

In May 1995  new plans were Approved Plan No: 0107 / 11 / 94 / 7  these plans were drawn for the purpose to change the Existing Bathroom  Plan No: 6 ( These Plans are Extremely unclear ).
This Addition was done at the time.

In  May 1995  new Plans were Approved  Plan No: 0107 / 11 / 94 / 7  these plans drawn for the purposes of Adding a New Front Boundary Wall, Adding a New Bedroom and En-suite in Basement,  and change elevation of Existing Entrance hall  Plan No 7
This Addition and Alteration was done at the time.

In May 1998 New Plans were Approved Plan No: 0603 / 07 / 97 / 2  these plans were drawn for the purposes of extending the basement, Substantially and adding windows in existing basement area and Adding a new Guest toilet on North Eastern Side .  
Plan No: 8
This Addition and Alterations was done at the time.
In Oct 2002  plans were Approved Plan no: 335 – 09 – 02  these plans were drawn for the purposes of adding a new Double Garage to the existing Double garage aluminium Patio awning added on top of existing garage.  Plan 9.
In February 2013 my clients appointed me to draw and design plans for additions and alterations, and to Handle the Submission and approval of SAHRIS / AMAFA Plans.
Plan No: ZAA717SD01, ZAA717SD02, ZAA717SD03 
After all the above additions and alterations the original Dwelling constructed in 1933 does not even remotely resemble what is on site at the moment.  It is my opinion that this house does not have any architectural or heritage value after all that was changed and added over time.  The neighbouring houses has also been altered so many times over the last 60 years, that they are un-recognizable to what was built in the early 50’s See Photo from  Google Earth Arial photo of Proposed property and surrounding properties.
