2.1 Public Notification
A consultation process was undertaken with the intent of informing key community stakeholders comprising tribal authorities, the District and Local Municipality and the local communities about the proposed development and the Basic Assessment process underway.

2.1.1 Identification of Interested and Affected Parties

The Public Participation Process (PPP) for the project was initiated with the development of an I&AP database. The list of I&APs was updated on a regular basis during the course of the project. The list of I&APs encompasses the following:

2.1.2 Background Information Document

A Background Information Document (BID) was compiled, which provided a description of the proposed project and information on the Basic Assessment process to be followed. The purpose of this document was to inform all I&APs about the project and afford them an opportunity to comment and to register as an I&AP. Copies of the BID were hand delivered to the relevant authorities, affected landowners and relevant organisations and community members.
2.1.3 Landowner notification

· Most of the land affected by the proposed project belongs to municipal land, Ulundi Local Municipality. However, a smaller portion of it belongs to Ingonyama Trust represented by the Kwaphindangene Tribal Council under the leadership of inkosi Phumempini J Mtshali. The landowner notification letters were signed on 11 July 2013 by the Municipal Manager, Mr S.A. Buthelezi and on 9 July 2013 by inkosi Phumempini J Mtshali, respectively. The following farms are affected by the proposed project:

· Farm 390 (Municipal land);

· Farm 4/15840 ( Ingonyama Trust land);

2.2 Meetings and site visits
2.2.1 Public Meeting

The Public Meeting was advertised in 2 newspapers namely Isolezwe and the Mercury. The Zulu version of the advert was published in the Isolezwe on 14 October 2013 and the English version was published in the Mercury on 14 October 2013, respectively.
