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Eyes pop
as monster
Cape Epic
stages
unveiled

DAVE CUFF’S eyes grew wider
and wider as each stage of the
2014 Absa Cape Epic was
revealed yesterday.

At the end of the announce-
ment, during which he discov-
ered he’d be sitting on a saddle
for 718km, Cuff’s eyes were
almost as big as his bike’s 29-
inch wheels.

“The colour has drained
from my face,” said the 37-year-
old first time Epic rider, who
will be representing Team
Woolworths in the eleventh
edition of the race that starts
on March 23.

Cuff and the other 1 199 rid-
ers will spend “eight days of
pure hell”, climbing 14 850m,
screaming down treacherous
descents and tackling technical
single track as they weave their
way through the Western Cape:
from Meerendal Wine Estate to
Robertson to Greyton to Elgin
to the finish in Lourensford. It
took Dr Evil and his crew of
route designers 18 months to
carve the route that will break
many riders.

When colour eventually

returned to Cuff’s cheeks he
said he wasn’t 100 percent sure
why he had entered the world’s
toughest mountain bike race in
the first place.

“It’s probably a mid-life cri-
sis thing,” he said.

“You know - to test yourself
to see if you can actually do it.
I now know how tough it is.”

It’s good that Cuff is going
into his first Epic with his eyes
wide open. Hein Wagner’s

advice to Cuff —and other Epic
riders —is don’t do it with your
eyes closed. Wagner, who is
blind, completed the last year’s
Epic on a tandem with Gerrie
Olivier.

“I had to dig in places I did-
n’'t even know I had places.
Every second of the 51 hours I
spent on the saddle was a sec-
ond away from another fall. I
was purple with bruises,” he
said.

Philip Buys, who will be
riding with Matthys Beukes,
said competing for the Burry
Stander Memorial Trophy, was
great motivation.

The trophy was created in
honour of Stander — who was
hit by a taxi and killed in Jan-
uary — and is awarded to the
overall winner of the Absa
African Jersey.

“It’s a wonderful way to cel-
ebrate Burry’s legacy and hon-

our his accomplishments,”
said Buys.

Kevin Vermaak, the race’s
founder and director, said fin-
ishing the race would always
be an enormous physical and
mental challenge, and riders
will need as much dedicated
training and preparation to
earn the title “Absa Cape Epic
Finisher”.

“We don’t make it as tough
as we can just for the sake of it.

We want the finisher’s medal to
mean something. We didn’t
plan the sand,” he said.

“The sand” was a reference
to the brutal sandy first day of
this year’s race that still has
riders waking up in a cold
sweat and asking for someone
to hold them tight.

“There are about five
months to go before the start so
don’t eat too many Christmas
cakes,” Vermaak warned.

ALCOHOL ADVERTISING BAN DEBATED

Sports sponsorships threatened

IF THE government bans alco-
hol advertisements and sports
sponsorship by liquor compa-
nies, it must create legislation
to ensure revenue from ‘“sin
taxes” on alcohol and tobacco
is channelled into the sports
department to make up for the
millions lost to the sporting
sector.

This was said yesterday by
Alec Moemi, director-general
of the Department of Sports
and Recreation, at a parliamen-
tary briefing on the Control of
Marketing and Alcohol Bill. If
passed, there would be a total
ban on alcohol advertisements
and sponsorship of sports by
liquor companies.

Moemi told MPs in the port-
folio meeting on sports and
recreation that his department
had supported the ban on
tobacco advertising as it had
been assured that the revenue

from “sin taxes” would accrue
to the department to make up
for the millions lost from
tobacco advertising. That had
never happened.

Now the department wanted
guarantees that the same
would not happen with the loss
of the liquor sponsorship, but
that the money from the tax on
alcohol would indeed accrue to

the department.

“We need a written guaran-
tee the money will come. This
time we won’t accept word of
mouth, we want either legisla-
tion or it written down by Trea-
sury...It will be a sad day if we
lose alcohol sponsorship
because what Treasury gives
us is grossly insufficient,”
Moemi said.

Apart from the liquor
industry, all sports sponsor-
ship was shrinking. There
were no companies waiting in
the wings to take over sports
sponsorship.

Vincent Maphai, SAB exec-
utive director of corporate
affairs and transformation,
who made a submission on
behalf of the Industry Associ-
ation for Responsible Alcohol
Use, said the industry recog-
nised that alcohol abuse was a
serious issue in South Africa.
However, it was a problem that
needed a targeted response if it
were to be addressed properly.
Around 65 percent of South
Africans did not drink alcohol.
Of those that did, only 8 per-
cent abused it.

“Any strategy which is to
work must focus on that minor-
ity.... Let us address the abusers
and not punish those who
drink responsibly,” Maphai
said. It was “a funny thing”, he

said, that there was no advertis-
ing for drugs like tik, yet abuse
of hard drugs was pervasive.
Michael Mabasa of Brand-
house told MPs that the liquor
industry had increased sports
sponsorship from R63m in 1985
to R4.3bn in 2011.Teams and
programmes which would be
directly affected by the loss of
sponsorship included Bafana
Bafana, the SA Football Associ-
ation, the Regional Soccer
Development League, the
Springboks, the Rugby Cham-
pionship, Currie Cup and
Super 15, the Test and the One-
Day International cricket team.
The liquor industry gave
R40m a year to sports develop-
ment programmes, and spon-
sored many smaller events like
the Dusi and Fish River Canoe
Marathons and the Met.
Mabasa said a review of liter-
ature on whether liquor adver-
tising influenced alcohol con-
sumption indicated there was

no direct causal relationship
between alcohol marketing and
consumption, or harmful drink-
ing patterns. Almost all evi-
dence suggested a ban on adver-
tising had not led to a reduction
in alcohol consumption.

“So we should not be
demonising alcohol... Even the
World Health Organisation
(WHO) talks of a global strat-
egy to reduce the harmful
effects of alcohol. It does not
talk of a ban on alcohol adver-
tising,” Mabasa said.

WHO recommended strate-
gies to restrict alcohol advertis-
ing, such as the frequency or
times that this appears on
television.

“For instance between 8pm
and 8.30pm, when our children
are watching Generations, let’s
move that (liquor advertise-
ments) to somewhere else.”

It was also inappropriate to
place liquor advertisements
near schools.

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Raadsvergadering lok hewige reaksie uit

VREDENDAL: Tydens 'n Raadsverga-
dering, op Dinsdag, 29 Oktober, is ver-
skeie aangeleenthede bespreek. Die
Speaker, mnr Hennie Nell, het die ver-
gadering begin met die volgende vraag: “
Watsien die publiek in hiérdie raad?”.
Raadslid, Frans Bam, het die media be-
skuldig van negatiewe beriggewing, dat
die media nie die raad wil ondersteun nie,
klein beriggies plaas en hul daarvan be-
skuldig dat hul nie die korrekte feite plaas
nie. Bam het sovér gegaan as om Ons
Kontrei te herinner dat dié Raad tot 2016
aan bewind gaan bly.

Verskeie ander punte op die agenda is
daarna in kort bespreek waaronder die
uitsetting van plaaswerkers en die hag-
like omstandighede van voorskoolse
plaaskinders.

Hierna het die onderwerp, die uitbou van
grafte opgeduik. Weens die hoé koste om
grafte uit te bou, lewer die munisipaliteit
nie meer dié diens nie. 'n Raadslid het ge-
vra dat dié besluit herroep moet word om-
dat die samestelling van die grond van die
dorpe verskil.

Raadslid, Johan Smith het uitgelig dat ten
spyte van die stand van die munisipaliteit
se finansies, het Hennie Nell en Jakes
Botha onlangs met twee voertuie Kaap
toe gery om 'n konferensie by te woon.

Die bouplanne van Nouveau Kollege, wat
voorheen afgekeur is in 'n raadsvergade-
ring, was een van die punte op die agen-
da.

Indien
die bouplanne goedgekeur word en die
skoolsaal gebou word moet Nouveau Kol-
lege die munisipaliteit fasiliteer en uitreik
na die gemeenskap.
