EXPANSION AT KOLOMELA MINE  

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT ASSESSMENT  

Sishen Iron Ore Company (Pty) Ltd, part of Kumba Iron Limited is proposing the amendment of mining operations at Kolomela Mine, 12.5 km south west of Postmasburg in 
the Northern Cape Province.  

The amendment includes expansion of the existing of waste rock dumps, the mining of new pits on the farms Ploegfontein and Kapstevel and the inclusion of Dense Medium 
Separation (DMS) processing as well as additional workshops to allow for an increase in production to 16 Million tonnes per annum. A new explosives magazine, haul roads 
and sewage treatment works will also be constructed. 

Public participation for the expansion of Kolomela Mine commenced in November 2013.  This serves to inform interested and affected parties that a new application will now 
be made to the Department of Mineral Resources in terms of recently revised environmental legislation.
