INTRODUCTION

South Africa Mainstream Renewable Power Developments (Pty) Ltd

In addition,
Mainstream, are proposing to construct (4) 132kV power lines, four (4)
33kV/132kV on-site substations and a 132kV Linking Substation (hereafter
referred to as the “grid connections”), to connect the proposed wind farms
to the national grid at Helios Substation.

In order to accommodate the Department of Energy’s (DoE) competitive
bidding process for procuring renewable energy from Independent Power
Producers in South Africa, each wind farm will require a separate
Environmental Authorisation (EA). Additionally, each grid connection will
also require a separate EA.

The Environmental Impact Assessments (EIAs) and Basic Assessments
(BAs) will be conducted in terms of the EIA Regulations, 2014 promulgated
in terms of Chapter 5 of the National Environmental Management Act,

1998 (Act No. 107 of 1998) (NEMA), which came into effect on the 8™ of
December 2014. In terms of these regulations, EIAs will be required for
the proposed wind farms and BAs will be required for the associated grid
connections. As such, four (4) EIAs will be undertaken, one for each
proposed wind farm. Additionally, four (4) BAs will be undertaken, one for
each associated grid connection. Although each wind farms and the
associated grid connection will be assessed separately, a single public
participation process is being undertaken for all eight (8) proposed projects.
The potential environmental impacts associated with all eight (8) projects
will be assessed during the EIAs and BAs as part of a cumulative impact
assessment.

All relevant legislations and guidelines (including Equator Principles) will
be consulted during the EIA and BA processes and will be complied with
at all times. Mainstream has therefore appointed SIVEST SA (Pty) Ltd
(hereafter referred to as SiVEST) as the independent environmental
assessment practitioner (EAP), to undertake the required EIA and BA
processes in terms of the NEMA.

PURPOSE OF THIS DOCUMENT

The purpose of this Background Information Document (BID) is to inform
Interested and/or Affected Parties (I&APs) about the EIA and BA processes
that are being conducted for the proposed development.

In addition to supplying information about the proposed project and the
environmental processes, this BID will also provide I&APs with the
opportunity to:

* Better understand the proposed development in order to provide
comments and raise issues of concern;
Understand the EIA and BA process in order to participate effectively;
Make suggestions to enhance the proposed development;
Comment on the specialist studies that will be conducted; and
Contribute local knowledge.

BACKGROUND TO THE PROPOSED PROJECT

In support of, the need to find solutions for the current electricity shortages,
the increasing demand for energy, as well as the need to find more
sustainable and environmentally friendly energy resources, South Africa
has embarked on an infrastructure growth programme supported by
various government initiatives. In response to this goal; Mainstream are
proposing to develop the four (4) Wind Farms and associated infrastructure
and the four (4) grid connections near Loeriesfontein in the Northern Cape
Province. The overall objective of the project is to generate electricity, by
means of renewable energy technologies, to feed into the national grid at
Helios Substation.

WHY USE WIND ENERGY?
The benefits of using wind energy include:

* Wind energy is renewable, clean and non-polluting (greenhouse
gases etc.), and does not produce by-products (atmospheric
contaminants or thermal pollution) that could be harmful to the
environment;

* Wind farms are generally well suited to rural areas and therefore have
a reduced impact on agriculture compared to other electricity



generating options. Wind turbines can also contribute to economic
growth in these regions;

* Wind turbines make use of relatively simple technology in terms of
design and construction;

* Wind energy is competitively priced compared to other renewable
energy sources;

* Localised production of energy reduces transmission line losses
associated with transmitting electricity over long distances;

* The use of wind turbines reduces the use of coal and other fossil
fuels with their associated emissions of greenhouse gases; and

* Wind farms improve energy security for South Africa, reducing
dependency on fossil fuels.

HOW DOES A WIND TURBINE WORK?

Wind turbines are mounted onto a tower to capture wind energy. The
kinetic energy generated by the wind is used to turn the blades of the
turbines to generate electricity. The wind turbines are erected at a height
of up to 150m above the ground and take advantage of the fastest and
less turbulent wind. Usually, 2 to 3 blades are mounted on a shaft to form
a rotor. The nacelle sits on top of the hub and contains the generator,
control equipment, gearbox and anemometer for monitoring the wind
speed and direction. The mechanical power generated through the rotating
blades is transmitted to the generator via a gear box and drive train which
converts the turning motion of the blades into electricity.

Wind turbines are generally designed to operate continuously for more
than 20 years with minimal maintenance. A wind energy facility can be
monitored and controlled remotely with a mobile team for maintenance
when required.

WIND FARM TECHNICAL DETAILS
At this stage each proposed wind farm, consisting of the turbines and
associated infrastructure, will have a total generation capacity of up to
235MW. The number of wind turbines will be determined during the EIA
process. The generated electricity will be fed into the national grid at the
Helios Substation via a 132kV power line.

Wind Turbines

The size of the wind turbines will depend on the developable area and the
total generation capacity that can be produced as a result. The wind
turbines will therefore have a hub height of up to 150m and a rotor diameter
of up to 150m. The blade rotation direction will depend on wind
measurement information received later in the process. The electrical
generation capacity for each turbine will range from 3MW to 5MW
depending on the final wind turbine selected for the proposed development.

Wind Farm Electrical Infrastructure

The wind turbines will be connected to the substation using buried (up to
a 1,5m depth) medium voltage cables (Figure 1) except where a technical
assessment of the proposed design suggests that overhead lines are
appropriate, such as over rivers and gullies. Where overhead power lines
are to be constructed, monopole tower structures will be used in
combination with the steel lattice towers at bend points. The dimensions
of the monopole structures will depend on grid safety requirements and
the grid operator. The exact location of the towers and the final design will

depend on Eskom requirements. As mentioned, the proposed wind farm
will connect to the national grid at Helios substation via a 132kV power
line with a length of up to 48km.

A new substation and associated transformers will be developed which
will supply the generated electricity to the national grid. The connection
from the substation to the national grid line will be an overhead power line
as mentioned above.

Roads
Access roads width and location will be determined during the EIA and BA
processes.

Construction Lay Down Area
A temporary lay down area will be constructed for the proposed
development and will include an access road and a contractor’s site office

Other infrastructure includes the following:
¢ Operation and maintenance (O&M) buildings;
* Fencing; and
* Linking station.

Should more than one wind farm receive an EA and a license from the
DoE the option of sharing the Linking Station and 132kV power line will
be considered.

PROJECT LOCATION

The Wind Farm project area will be located approximately 62km north of
Loeriesfontein, in the Khai-ma and Hantam Local Municipalities within the
Northern Cape Province.

The application sites for the four (4) proposed Wind Farms and associated
grid connection alternatives are shown on the locality map (Figure 2).

The route alternatives for the four (4) proposed 132kV power lines within
the Project Area and the location the four (4) proposed 33kV/132kV on-site
substation alternatives will be provided during EIA and BA processes.

EIA / BA PROCESSES

What is an EIA?

An EIA is a process of collecting, organising, analysing, interpreting and
communicating information that is relevant to consider a particular
environmental  application. EIAs are used by planning
authorities/developers to obtain an independent and objective view of the
potential environmental (biophysical and social) impacts that could arise
during the construction and operation of the proposed development. This
information needs to provide the Competent Authority with a sound basis
for their decision-making.

What is a BA?

A BA is a similar process to an EIA, but is undertaken where the impacts
are less likely to have significant impacts on the receiving environment.
Like ElAs, BAs identify potential environmental impacts and provide the
Competent Authority with a sound basis for their decision-making.

Legal requirements

According to the NEMA as amended, an
EIA process is required for the proposed
wind farms as several listed notice 2
activities (GN R. 984) are triggered by each
proposed project. A BA process is required
for the associated grid connections as
several listed notice 1 activities (GN R. 983)
are triggered by each proposed project.

INLEIDING

South Africa Mainstream Renewable Power Developments (Edms.) Bpk.
(hierna “Mainstream” genoem) beoog die ontwikkeling van vier (4)
Windplase naby Loeriesfontein in die Noord-Kaapprovinsie. Die beoogde
ontwikkeling sal bestaan uit vier (4) windplase en gepaardgaande
infrastruktuur, naamlik die Graskoppies Windplaas, Xha! Boom Windplaas,
Hartebeest Leegte Windplaas en Ithemba Windplaas. Daarbenewens
beoog Mainstream om vier (4) 132 kV kraglyne, vier (4) 33 kV/132 kV
interne substasies en 'n 132 kV Skakelstasie (hierna “roosterkonneksies”
genoem) op te rig om die beoogde windplase met die nasionale kragnet
by die Helios Substasie te verbind.

Ten einde aan die Departement van Energie (DE) se mededingende
bodproses vir die verkryging van hernubare krag van Onafhanklike
Kragprodusente in Suid-Afrika te voldoen, sal elk van die windplase 'n
aparte Omgewingsmagtiging (OM) vereis. Daarbenewens sal elk van die
roosterkonneksies ook 'n aparte OM vereis.

Die Omgewingsimpakevaluerings (OIE’s) en Basiese Evaluerings (BE’s)
sal ingevolge die 2014 OlE-regulasies onderneem word wat kragtens
Artikel 5 van die Nasionale Wet op Omgewingsbestuur, 1998 (Wet 107
van 1998) (NEMA) afgekondig is, wat op 8 Desember 2014 in werking
getree het. Ingevolge hierdie regulasies, sal OIE’s vereis word vir die
beoogde windplase en BE’s sal vereis word vir die gepaardgaande
roosterkonneksies. Gevolglik sal vier (4) OIE’s onderneem word; een vir
elk van die beoogde windplase. Daarbenewens sal vier (4) BE’s
onderneem word; een vir elk van die gepaardgaande roosterkonneksies.
Hoewel elk van die windplase en die gepaardgaande roosterkonneksies
apart geévalueer sal word, word ’'n enkele openbare deelnameproses vir
al agt (8) beoogde projekte onderneem. Die potensiéle omgewingsimpakte
wat met al agt (8) projekte verband hou, sal tydens die OIE’s en BE’s as
deel van 'n kumulatiewe impakevaluering geévalueer word.

Alle tersaaklike wetgewing en riglyne (insluitend die Ekwatorbeginsels)
sal tydens die OIE- en BE-prosesse geraadpleeg en ten alle tye aan
voldoen word. Mainstream het SIVEST SA (Edms.) Bpk. (hierna SiVEST
genoem) derhalwe as die onafhanklike omgewingsevalueringspraktisyn
(OEP) aangestel om die nodige OIE- en BE-prosesse ingevolge NEMA te
onderneem.

DOEL VAN HIERDIE DOKUMENT

Die doel van hierdie Agtergrondinligtingsdokument (AID) is om
Belangstellende en/of Geaffekteerde Partye (B&GP’s) in te lig oor die OIE-
en BE-prosesse wat vir die beoogde ontwikkeling onderneem word.

* Benewens die verskaffing van inligting oor die beoogde projek en die
omgewingsprosesse, sal hierdie AID ook aan B&GP’s die geleentheid
bied om:

* die beoogde ontwikkeling beter te verstaan ten einde kommentaar
te lewer en knelpunte te opper;

AGTERGROND BETREFFENDE DIE BEOOGDE PROJEK

Ter ondersteuning van die behoefte om oplossings vir die huidige
elektrisiteitstekorte te vind, die groeiende vraag na krag en die behoefte
om meer volhoubare en omgewingsvriendelike kraghulpbronne te vind,
het Suid-Afrika 'n infrastruktuur-groeiprogram van stapel gestuur gesteun
deur verskeie regeringsinisiatiewe. In antwoord op hierdie doelwit, beoog
Mainstream om die vier (4) Windplase en gepaardgaande infrastruktuur
en die vier (4) roosterkonneksies naby Loeriesfontein in die Noord-
Kaapprovinsie te ontwikkel. Die algehele doelwit van die projek is om
elektrisiteit op te wek om aan die hand van hernubare kragtegnologie by
die Helios Substasie in die nasionale kragrooster in te voer.

WAAROM WINDKRAG GEBRUIK?
Die voordele van die gebruik van windkrag sluit in:

* windkrag is hernubaar, skoon en besoedel nie (geen
kweekhuisgasse, ens.) en lewer geen neweprodukte (atmosferiese
kontaminante of termiese besoedeling) op wat skadelik vir die
omgewing kan wees nie;



* windplase is oor die algemeen baie gepas vir plattelandse omgewings
en derhalwe het dit 'n kleiner impak op landbou in vergelyking met
ander kragopwekkingsopsies; windturbines kan ook bydra tot
ekonomiese groei in hierdie streke;

* windturbines maak gebruik van relatief eenvoudige tegnologie met
betrekking tot ontwerp en konstruksie;

» windkrag is mededingend geprys in vergelyking met ander hernubare
kragbronne;

* plaaslike produksie van krag verminder verliese deur transmissielyne
wat gepaard gaan met die oorbring van elektrisiteit oor lang afstande;

» die gebruik van windturbines verminder die gebruik van steenkool en
ander fossielbrandstowwe met hul gepaardgaande vrystellings van
kweekhuisgasse; en

* windplase verbeter Suid-Afrika se kragsekerheid, wat sodoende
afhanklikheid van fossielbrandstowwe verminder.

HOE WERK 'N WINDTURBINE?

Windturbines is op ’'n toring gemonteer om windkrag in te span. Die
kinetiese energie wat deur die wind opgewek word, word ingespan om 'n
turbine se skroewe te draai ten einde elektrisiteit op te wek. Die
windturbines word opgerig teen 'n hoogte van hoogstens 150 m bo die
grond en trek voordeel uit die vinnigste en minste turbulente wind.
Gewoonlik is twee tot drie skroewe op 'n skag gemonteer om ’n rotor te
vorm. Die turbinehuis (nacelle) is aan die spits van die naaf en bevat die
generator, beheertoerusting, ratkas en anemometer om die windsnelheid
en -rigting te monitor. Die meganiese krag wat deur die draaiende skroewe
opgewek word, word aan die generator oorgedra deur 'n ratkas en dryfwerk
wat die draaiende beweging van die skroewe omskakel in elektrisiteit.

Windturbines is gewoonlik ontwerp om vir meer as 20 jaar ononderbroke
en met minimale onderhoud te werk. Wanneer 'n windkragaanleg eers in
bedryf is, kan dit van elders gemonitor en beheer word, met 'n mobiele
span vir onderhoud wanneer dit nodig is.

TEGNIESE BESONDERHEDE VAN °’'N WINDPLAAS

Op hierdie stadium sal elk van die beoogde windplase, bestaande uit die
turbines en gepaardgaande infrastruktuur, oor 'n totale opwekkingsvermoé
tot en met 235MW beskik. Die aantal windturbines sal gedurende die
OIE-proses bepaal word. Die opgewekte elektrisiteit sal aan die hand van
'n 132 kV-kraglyn by die Helios Substasie in die nasionale kragnet ingevoer
word.

Windturbines

Die grootte van die windturbines sal afhang van die gebied wat ontwikkel
word en die totale opwekkingsvermoé wat gevolglik geproduseer kan word.
Die windturbines sal derhalwe oor 'n naafhoogte van hoogstens 150 m en
‘'n rotordeursnee van hoogstens 150 m beskik. Die skroewe se
rotasierigting sal afhang van inligting uit windmeting wat later in die proses
ontvang sal word. Die elektriese opwekkingsvermoé vir elke turbine sal
varieer tussen 3MW en 5MW, afhangend van die finale windturbine waarop
vir die beoogde ontwikkeling besluit word.

Windplaas se Elektriese Infrastruktuur

Die windturbines sal met die substasie verbind word deur gebruik te maak
van ondergrondse mediumspanningkabels (tot 'n diepte van 1,5 m) (Figuur
1), behalwe waar 'n tegniese evaluering van die beoogde ontwerp daarop
dui dat oorhoofse kraglyne geskik is, soos oor riviere of klowe. Waar
oorhoofse kraglyne opgerig moet word, sal enkel-masstrukture gebruik
word, tesame met staal-traliemaste by punte waar die lyne van rigting
verander. Die afmetings van die enkelmas-strukture sal afhang van
roosterveiligheidsvereistes en die roosteroperateur. Die presiese ligging
van die maste en die finale ontwerp sal afhang van Eskom se vereistes.
Soos genoem sal die beoogde windplaas aan die hand van ’'n 132 kV
kraglyn oor 'n afstand van hoogstens 48 km by die Helios Substasie by
die nasionale kragnet aansluit.

'n Nuwe substasie en gepaardgaande transformators sal ontwikkel word
wat die opgewekte elektrisiteit aan die nasionale kragnet sal voorsien. Die
konneksie van die substasie af tot by die nasionale roosterlyn, sal 'n
oorhoofse kraglyn wees, soos hierbo genoem.

Paaie
Toegangspaaie se wydte en ligging sal gedurende die OIE- en BE-
prosesse bepaal word.

Konstruksieopslagwerf
'n Tydelike opslagwerf sal vir die beoogde ontwikkeling opgerig word en sal
'n toegangspad en kontrakteur se terreinkantoor insluit.

* ’'n skakelstasie.

Die Windplaasprojekgebied sal sowat 62 km noord van Loeriesfontein in
die Khai-ma en Hantam Plaaslike Munisipaliteit in die Noord-Kaapprovinsie
geleé wees.

Die aansoekterreine vir die vier (4) beoogde Windplase en gepaardgaande
roosterkonneksie-alternatiewe word op die liggingskaart aangedui (Figuur
2).
Die roete-alternatiewe vir die vier (4) beoogde 132 kV kraglyne in die
Projekgebied en die ligging van die vier (4) beoogde 33 kV/132 kV interne
substasie-alternatiewe sal gedurende die OIE- en BE-prosesse voorsien
word.

INLEIDING

South Africa Mainstream Renewable Power Developments (Edms.) Bpk.
(hierna “Mainstream” genoem) beoog die ontwikkeling van vier (4)
Windplase naby Loeriesfontein in die Noord-Kaapprovinsie. Die beoogde
ontwikkeling sal bestaan uit vier (4) windplase en gepaardgaande
infrastruktuur, naamlik die Graskoppies Windplaas, Xha! Boom Windplaas,
Hartebeest Leegte Windplaas en lthemba Windplaas. Daarbenewens
beoog Mainstream om vier (4) 132 kV kraglyne, vier (4) 33 kV/132 kV
interne substasies en 'n 132 kV Skakelstasie (hierna “roosterkonneksies”
genoem) op te rig om die beoogde windplase met die nasionale kragnet
by die Helios Substasie te verbind.

Ten einde aan die Departement van Energie (DE) se mededingende
bodproses vir die verkryging van hernubare krag van Onafhanklike
Kragprodusente in Suid-Afrika te voldoen, sal elk van die windplase 'n
aparte Omgewingsmagtiging (OM) vereis. Daarbenewens sal elk van die
roosterkonneksies ook 'n aparte OM vereis.

Die Omgewingsimpakevaluerings (OIE’s) en Basiese Evaluerings (BE’s)
sal ingevolge die 2014 OlE-regulasies onderneem word wat kragtens
Artikel 5 van die Nasionale Wet op Omgewingsbestuur, 1998 (Wet 107
van 1998) (NEMA) afgekondig is, wat op 8 Desember 2014 in werking
getree het. Ingevolge hierdie regulasies, sal OIE’s vereis word vir die
beoogde windplase en BE’s sal vereis word vir die gepaardgaande
roosterkonneksies. Gevolglik sal vier (4) OIE’s onderneem word; een vir
elk van die beoogde windplase. Daarbenewens sal vier (4) BE’s
onderneem word; een vir elk van die gepaardgaande roosterkonneksies.
Hoewel elk van die windplase en die gepaardgaande roosterkonneksies
apart geévalueer sal word, word 'n enkele openbare deelnameproses vir
al agt (8) beoogde projekte onderneem. Die potensiéle omgewingsimpakte
wat met al agt (8) projekte verband hou, sal tydens die OIE’s en BE'’s as
deel van 'n kumulatiewe impakevaluering geévalueer word.

Alle tersaaklike wetgewing en riglyne (insluitend die Ekwatorbeginsels)
sal tydens die OIE- en BE-prosesse geraadpleeg en ten alle tye aan
voldoen word. Mainstream het SiVEST SA (Edms.) Bpk. (hierna SiVEST
genoem) derhalwe as die onafhanklike omgewingsevalueringspraktisyn
(OEP) aangestel om die nodige OIE- en BE-prosesse ingevolge NEMA te
onderneem.

DOEL VAN HIERDIE DOKUMENT

Die doel van hierdie Agtergrondinligtingsdokument (AID) is om
Belangstellende en/of Geaffekteerde Partye (B&GP’s) in te lig oor die OIE-
en BE-prosesse wat vir die beoogde ontwikkeling onderneem word.

* Benewens die verskaffing van inligting oor die beoogde projek en die
omgewingsprosesse, sal hierdie AID ook aan B&GP’s die geleentheid
bied om:

AGTERGROND BETREFFENDE DIE BEOOGDE PROJEK

Ter ondersteuning van die behoefte om oplossings vir die huidige
elektrisiteitstekorte te vind, die groeiende vraag na krag en die behoefte
om meer volhoubare en omgewingsvriendelike kraghulpbronne te vind,
het Suid-Afrika 'n infrastruktuur-groeiprogram van stapel gestuur gesteun
deur verskeie regeringsinisiatiewe. In antwoord op hierdie doelwit, beoog
Mainstream om die vier (4) Windplase en gepaardgaande infrastruktuur
en die vier (4) roosterkonneksies naby Loeriesfontein in die Noord-
Kaapprovinsie te ontwikkel. Die algehele doelwit van die projek is om
elektrisiteit op te wek om aan die hand van hernubare kragtegnologie by
die Helios Substasie in die nasionale kragrooster in te voer.

WAAROM WINDKRAG GEBRUIK?
Die voordele van die gebruik van windkrag sluit in:

* windkrag is hernubaar, skoon en besoedel nie (geen
kweekhuisgasse, ens.) en lewer geen neweprodukte (atmosferiese
kontaminante of termiese besoedeling) op wat skadelik vir die
omgewing kan wees nie;



* windplase is oor die algemeen baie gepas vir plattelandse omgewings
en derhalwe het dit 'n kleiner impak op landbou in vergelyking met
ander kragopwekkingsopsies; windturbines kan ook bydra tot
ekonomiese groei in hierdie streke;

* windturbines maak gebruik van relatief eenvoudige tegnologie met
betrekking tot ontwerp en konstruksie;

» windkrag is mededingend geprys in vergelyking met ander hernubare
kragbronne;

* plaaslike produksie van krag verminder verliese deur transmissielyne
wat gepaard gaan met die oorbring van elektrisiteit oor lang afstande;

» die gebruik van windturbines verminder die gebruik van steenkool en
ander fossielbrandstowwe met hul gepaardgaande vrystellings van
kweekhuisgasse; en

* windplase verbeter Suid-Afrika se kragsekerheid, wat sodoende
afhanklikheid van fossielbrandstowwe verminder.

HOE WERK 'N WINDTURBINE?

Windturbines is op ’n toring gemonteer om windkrag in te span. Die
kinetiese energie wat deur die wind opgewek word, word ingespan om 'n
turbine se skroewe te draai ten einde elektrisiteit op te wek. Die
windturbines word opgerig teen 'n hoogte van hoogstens 160 m bo die
grond en trek voordeel uit die vinnigste en minste turbulente wind.
Gewoonlik is twee tot drie skroewe op 'n skag gemonteer om ’n rotor te
vorm. Die turbinehuis (nacelle) is aan die spits van die naaf en bevat die
generator, beheertoerusting, ratkas en anemometer om die windsnelheid
en -rigting te monitor. Die meganiese krag wat deur die draaiende skroewe
opgewek word, word aan die generator oorgedra deur 'n ratkas en dryfwerk
wat die draaiende beweging van die skroewe omskakel in elektrisiteit.

Windturbines is gewoonlik ontwerp om vir meer as 20 jaar ononderbroke
en met minimale onderhoud te werk. Wanneer 'n windkragaanleg eers in
bedryf is, kan dit van elders gemonitor en beheer word, met 'n mobiele
span vir onderhoud wanneer dit nodig is.

TEGNIESE BESONDERHEDE VAN 'N WINDPLAAS

Op hierdie stadium sal elk van die beoogde windplase, bestaande uit die
turbines en gepaardgaande infrastruktuur, oor 'n totale opwekkingsvermoé
tot en met 235MW beskik. Die aantal windturbines sal gedurende die
OlE-proses bepaal word. Die opgewekte elektrisiteit sal aan die hand van
'n 132 kV-kraglyn by die Helios Substasie in die nasionale kragnet ingevoer
word.

Windturbines

Die grootte van die windturbines sal athang van die gebied wat ontwikkel
word en die totale opwekkingsvermoé wat gevolglik geproduseer kan word.
Die windturbines sal derhalwe oor 'n naafhoogte van hoogstens 160 m en
‘'n rotordeursnee van hoogstens 160 m beskik. Die skroewe se
rotasierigting sal afhang van inligting uit windmeting wat later in die proses
ontvang sal word. Die elektriese opwekkingsvermog vir elke turbine sal
varieer tussen 3MW en 5MW, afhangend van die finale windturbine waarop
vir die beoogde ontwikkeling besluit word.

Windplaas se Elektriese Infrastruktuur

Die windturbines sal met die substasie verbind word deur gebruik te maak
van ondergrondse mediumspanningkabels (tot 'n diepte van 1,5 m) (Figuur
1), behalwe waar 'n tegniese evaluering van die beoogde ontwerp daarop
dui dat oorhoofse kraglyne geskik is, soos oor riviere of klowe. Waar
oorhoofse kraglyne opgerig moet word, sal enkel-masstrukture gebruik
word, tesame met staal-traliemaste by punte waar die lyne van rigting
verander. Die afmetings van die enkelmas-strukture sal afhang van
roosterveiligheidsvereistes en die roosteroperateur. Die presiese ligging
van die maste en die finale ontwerp sal afhang van Eskom se vereistes.
Soos genoem sal die beoogde windplaas aan die hand van ’'n 132 kV
kraglyn oor ’'n afstand van hoogstens 48 km by die Helios Substasie by
die nasionale kragnet aansluit.

'n Nuwe substasie en gepaardgaande transformators sal ontwikkel word
wat die opgewekte elektrisiteit aan die nasionale kragnet sal voorsien. Die
konneksie van die substasie af tot by die nasionale roosterlyn, sal 'n
oorhoofse kraglyn wees, soos hierbo genoem.

Paaie
Toegangspaaie se wydte en ligging sal gedurende die OIE- en BE-
prosesse bepaal word.

Konstruksieopslagwerf
'n Tydelike opslagwerf sal vir die beoogde ontwikkeling opgerig word en sal
'n toegangspad en kontrakteur se terreinkantoor insluit.

Ander infrastruktuur sluit in:

* bedryfs- en instandhoudingsgeboue;

* ’'n omheining; en

* ’'n skakelstasie.
Sou meer as een windplaas 'n OM en ’'n lisensie van die DO ontvang, sal
die opsie oorweeg word om die Skakelstasie en die 132 kV kraglyn te deel.

PROJEKLIGGING

Die Windplaasprojekgebied sal sowat 62 km noord van Loeriesfontein in
die Khai-ma en Hantam Plaaslike Munisipaliteit in die Noord-Kaapprovinsie
geleé wees.

Die aansoekterreine vir die vier (4) beoogde Windplase en gepaardgaande
roosterkonneksie-alternatiewe word op die liggingskaart aangedui (Figuur
2).
Die roete-alternatiewe vir die vier (4) beoogde 132 kV kraglyne in die
Projekgebied en die ligging van die vier (4) beoogde 33 kV/132 kV interne
substasie-alternatiewe sal gedurende die OIE- en BE-prosesse voorsien
word.

33kV/132kV on-site substations and a 132kV Linking Substation (hereafter
referred to as the “grid connections”), to connect the proposed wind farms
to the national grid at Helios Substation.

In order to accommodate the Department of Energy’s (DoE) competitive
bidding process for procuring renewable energy from Independent Power
Producers in South Africa, each wind farm will require a separate
Environmental Authorisation (EA). Additionally, each grid connection will
also require a separate EA.

The Environmental Impact Assessments (EIAs) and Basic Assessments
(BAs) will be conducted in terms of the EIA Regulations, 2014 promulgated
in terms of Chapter 5 of the National Environmental Management Act,

1998 (Act No. 107 of 1998) (NEMA), which came into effect on the 8" of
December 2014. In terms of these regulations, EIAs will be required for
the proposed wind farms and BAs will be required for the associated grid
connections. As such, four (4) EIAs will be undertaken, one for each
proposed wind farm. Additionally, four (4) BAs will be undertaken, one for
each associated grid connection. Although each wind farms and the
associated grid connection will be assessed separately, a single public
participation process is being undertaken for all eight (8) proposed projects.
The potential environmental impacts associated with all eight (8) projects
will be assessed during the EIAs and BAs as part of a cumulative impact
assessment.

All relevant legislations and guidelines (including Equator Principles) will
be consulted during the EIA and BA processes and will be complied with
at all times. Mainstream has therefore appointed SIVEST SA (Pty) Ltd
(hereafter referred to as SiVEST) as the independent environmental
assessment practitioner (EAP), to undertake the required EIA and BA
processes in terms of the NEMA.

PURPOSE OF THIS DOCUMENT

The purpose of this Background Information Document (BID) is to inform
Interested and/or Affected Parties (I&APs) about the EIA and BA processes
that are being conducted for the proposed development.

In addition to supplying information about the proposed project and the
environmental processes, this BID will also provide I&APs with the
opportunity to:

* Better understand the proposed development in order to provide
comments and raise issues of concern;
Understand the EIA and BA process in order to participate effectively;
Make suggestions to enhance the proposed development;
Comment on the specialist studies that will be conducted; and
Contribute local knowledge.

BACKGROUND TO THE PROPOSED PROJECT

In support of, the need to find solutions for the current electricity shortages,
the increasing demand for energy, as well as the need to find more
sustainable and environmentally friendly energy resources, South Africa
has embarked on an infrastructure growth programme supported by
various government initiatives. In response to this goal; Mainstream are
proposing to develop the four (4) Wind Farms and associated infrastructure
and the four (4) grid connections near Loeriesfontein in the Northern Cape
Province. The overall objective of the project is to generate electricity, by
means of renewable energy technologies, to feed into the national grid at
Helios Substation.

WHY USE WIND ENERGY?
The benefits of using wind energy include:

* Wind energy is renewable, clean and non-polluting (greenhouse
gases etc.), and does not produce by-products (atmospheric
contaminants or thermal pollution) that could be harmful to the
environment;

* Wind farms are generally well suited to rural areas and therefore have
a reduced impact on agriculture compared to other electricity



generating options. Wind turbines can also contribute to economic
growth in these regions;

* Wind turbines make use of relatively simple technology in terms of
design and construction;

* Wind energy is competitively priced compared to other renewable
energy sources;

* Localised production of energy reduces transmission line losses
associated with transmitting electricity over long distances;

* The use of wind turbines reduces the use of coal and other fossil
fuels with their associated emissions of greenhouse gases; and

* Wind farms improve energy security for South Africa, reducing
dependency on fossil fuels.

HOW DOES A WIND TURBINE WORK?

Wind turbines are mounted onto a tower to capture wind energy. The
kinetic energy generated by the wind is used to turn the blades of the
turbines to generate electricity. The wind turbines are erected at a height
of up to 160m above the ground and take advantage of the fastest and
less turbulent wind. Usually, 2 to 3 blades are mounted on a shaft to form
a rotor. The nacelle sits on top of the hub and contains the generator,
control equipment, gearbox and anemometer for monitoring the wind
speed and direction. The mechanical power generated through the rotating
blades is transmitted to the generator via a gear box and drive train which
converts the turning motion of the blades into electricity.

Wind turbines are generally designed to operate continuously for more
than 20 years with minimal maintenance. A wind energy facility can be
monitored and controlled remotely with a mobile team for maintenance
when required.

WIND FARM TECHNICAL DETAILS
At this stage each proposed wind farm, consisting of the turbines and
associated infrastructure, will have a total generation capacity of up to
235MW. The number of wind turbines will be determined during the EIA
process. The generated electricity will be fed into the national grid at the
Helios Substation via a 132kV power line.

Wind Turbines

The size of the wind turbines will depend on the developable area and the
total generation capacity that can be produced as a result. The wind
turbines will therefore have a hub height of up to 160m and a rotor diameter
of up to 160m. The blade rotation direction will depend on wind
measurement information received later in the process. The electrical
generation capacity for each turbine will range from 3MW to 5MW
depending on the final wind turbine selected for the proposed development.

Wind Farm Electrical Infrastructure

The wind turbines will be connected to the substation using buried (up to
a 1,5m depth) medium voltage cables (Figure 1) except where a technical
assessment of the proposed design suggests that overhead lines are
appropriate, such as over rivers and gullies. Where overhead power lines
are to be constructed, monopole tower structures will be used in
combination with the steel lattice towers at bend points. The dimensions
of the monopole structures will depend on grid safety requirements and
the grid operator. The exact location of the towers and the final design will

depend on Eskom requirements. As mentioned, the proposed wind farm
will connect to the national grid at Helios substation via a 132kV power
line with a length of up to 48km.

A new substation and associated transformers will be developed which
will supply the generated electricity to the national grid. The connection
from the substation to the national grid line will be an overhead power line
as mentioned above.

Roads
Access roads width and location will be determined during the EIA and BA
processes.

Construction Lay Down Area
A temporary lay down area will be constructed for the proposed
development and will include an access road and a contractor’s site office

Other infrastructure includes the following:
* Operation and maintenance (O&M) buildings;
* Fencing; and
* Linking station.

Should more than one wind farm receive an EA and a license from the
DoE the option of sharing the Linking Station and 132kV power line will
be considered.

PROJECT LOCATION

The Wind Farm project area will be located approximately 62km north of
Loeriesfontein, in the Khai-ma and Hantam Local Municipalities within the
Northern Cape Province.

The application sites for the four (4) proposed Wind Farms and associated
grid connection alternatives are shown on the locality map (Figure 2).

The route alternatives for the four (4) proposed 132kV power lines within
the Project Area and the location the four (4) proposed 33kV/132kV on-site
substation alternatives will be provided during EIA and BA processes.

EIA / BA PROCESSES

What is an EIA?

An EIA is a process of collecting, organising, analysing, interpreting and
communicating information that is relevant to consider a particular
environmental  application. EIAs are used by planning
authorities/developers to obtain an independent and objective view of the
potential environmental (biophysical and social) impacts that could arise
during the construction and operation of the proposed development. This
information needs to provide the Competent Authority with a sound basis
for their decision-making.

What is a BA?

A BA is a similar process to an EIA, but is undertaken where the impacts
are less likely to have significant impacts on the receiving environment.
Like ElAs, BAs identify potential environmental impacts and provide the
Competent Authority with a sound basis for their decision-making.

Legal requirements

According to the NEMA as amended, an
EIA process is required for the proposed
wind farms as several listed notice 2
activities (GN R. 984) are triggered by each
proposed project. A BA process is required
for the associated grid connections as
several listed notice 1 activities (GN R. 983)
are triggered by each proposed project.
