Basic Assessment for the Inanda 

Square Shopping Centre, Newlands, eThekwini
Introduction
The construction of a new shopping centre in Newlands, eThekwini Municipality has been proposed.  
A total of approximately 5280m2 is envisaged for the construction of the shopping centre, however the property falls within D’MOSS zones and has a watercourse in the South Western quadrant.  These two factors trigger the need for environmental authorisation.
Scope of Work

The construction of a strip mall of 5280sqm consisting of the following is proposed:

· Shops of various sizes

· Service yard

· Basement Parking of one hundred and twenty three (123) bays 

· Open Air Parking of one hundred and eighty seven (187) bays

· Three access points i.e. driveways to the facility; two via Inanda Road and one via Sooklall Drive.

· Toilet facilities

· Necessary electrical and water reticulation
Environmental Impact
According to Listing Notices 1, 2 and 3 (GNR 544, GNR 545 and GNR 546, of the National Environmental Management Act, NEMA - 18 June 2010) the following activities are noted thus far:
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The focus of the environmental authorisation process is to evaluate the impact of the proposed development when implemented, and the effect it will have on people and the immediate environment which includes the vegetation, animals, atmosphere, water and the land.  
Mitigation Measures
There are several risks associated with construction activities in the locality of a water course.  Initial mitigation measures include a minimal working footprint, site demarcation, demarcation of no-go areas, designated and demarcated site access routes, sediment control measures, spillage control measures, dust control measures, general construction control, staff training and site rehabilitation post construction.   A monitoring and auditing plan for the construction and operational phases of the shopping centre will be formulated to ensure that the mitigation measures, detailed in the Environmental Management Plan (EMP) are followed.
A Riverine Vegetation Assessment or Ecological Health Assessment of the watercourse may be required.

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Listing Notice 1 (GNR 544, 18 June 2010):


11 (xi)	:  The construction of a shopping mall with related infra structures covering 5280sqm within 32 metres of a watercourse.


18 (i) : The excavation, moving of more than 5  cubic meters soil and rok from a watercourse.


24 : The transformation of 5280sqm i.e. land bigger than 1000sqm in size to commercial use, where such land is zoned open space (D’MOSS).


Listing Notice 3 (GNR 546, 18 June 2010):


13 (c) (iii) (aa) : The clearance of approximately 1.49ha of vegetation where 75% or more of the vegetative cover may constitute indigenous vegetation, in an urban area zoned as open space.
