TERMS OF REFERENCE

Call for suitably qualified service providers to submit a quotation for restoration work to be undertaken to the Onderdal School on the Dal Josafat Farm, in the Western Cape, by the South African Heritage Resources Agency (SAHRA).                                                 

1. PURPOSE

The South African Heritage Resources Agency (SAHRA) invites suitably qualified and experienced service providers to submit a quotation for restoration work to be undertaken to the Onderdal School on the Dal Josafat Farm, in the Western Cape.

2. BACKGROUND 
The South African Heritage Resources Agency (SAHRA) is an agency of the Department of Arts and Culture and is the national administrative body responsible for the management and protection of South Africa’s cultural heritage resources.

SAHRA is a statutory organisation established under the National Heritage Resources Act, No 25 of 1999 and, together with the provincial heritage resources authorities, is one of the bodies that replaced the National Monuments Council. The primary objective of SAHRA is to coordinate the identification and management of the national estate which is defined as heritage resources of cultural and other significance. SAHRA has a number of properties situated in the various provinces of South Africa. Most of these properties are heritage sites in terms of the above-mentioned Act. 

SAHRA owns and manages thirty six properties of heritage significance around South African and fourteen of them are in the Western Cape.  May of these properties were inherited by SAHRA from the National Monuments Council, but although they are owned by SAHRA, they are not necessarily national heritage sites.  In terms of the new Act, all old national monuments were designated Provincial Heritage Sits, and may require re-grading to either Grade I (National) or Grade 3 (local) Heritage Sites.

3.  The Onderdal School

The Onderdal School is located on the Dal Josafat Farm situated in the Paarl District.  
GPS:  33˚41’24.89”S, 19˚0’8.95”E

The property includes the historical School building, with the adjoining teacher’s residence.

The Onderdal School was declared a national monument by Govenerment Notice 2620, as published in Government Gazette 7946 of 4 December 1981.  Its current grading is Grade II.  The Onderdal School was founded in 1847.  Construction of the commenced in 1854 and it was inaugurated on 31 May 1855.  The school officially opened on 5 June 1855 and was used until 1968, when it was finally closed.
Due to its current neglected state, the required maintenance work has been identified to ensure the continuing preservation of the School building.
4.  Assessment of maintenance and restoration work:  
Note:  The hand measurements as per attached drawing is an estimation in order to arrive at approximate areas and specifications. 


The approximate size of the School:  298m²
To ensure proper pricing and measurements, it is necessary for the service provider to visit the site and undertake more exact measurements.  

All work will be measured after successful completion of the restoration and will be paid out based on the measurements as confirmed by SAHRA.
All necessary certificates from the structural engineer, for roof inspection, electrical, plumbing must be included in your Offer.
