Proposed development of residential units within and around the existing Sishen Golf Course, Erf 1439, Remainder of Erf 2974 and Remainder of Portion 1 of Uitkoms 463, Kathu

I have had an opportunity to visit the site and can make the following observations:

The development is situated alongside the ‘Kathu Townlands’ site which is an Acheulean ‘workshop’ site of international significance. Portions of the proposed development that I was taken to consist of red sand overlying calcrete; and in places the thickness of red sand was up to several metres. It appeared that the development would not impact on the ‘Kathu Townlands’ site, which is in a setting formerly covered by sand but underlain by jaspilite outcrop (source of raw material for knapping artefacts) rather than by calcrete. It is to be recommended that the ‘Kathu Townlands’ site be declared a Provincial Heritage Site.

Tswana settlement reflected by pottery has been documented within the Kathu forest/game reserve north of the Golf Course. I was not able to gain access to the game reserve portion of the development during this visit.

It is recommended that a Phase 1 Heritage Impact Study be undertaken to assess the above in detail.
