(DFFE Ref. No.: 14/12/16/13/13/2/857 AND 14/12/16/3/3/2/856)

The restrictions enforced in terms of Government Gazette 43096 which placed the country in a national
state of disaster limiting the movement of people to curb the spread of the COVID-19 virus has placed
some limitations on the commencement and confinuation of the public consultation as part of an EIA
process. Considering these limitations, the following consultation process has been designed and will be
implemented, on approval by the Department of Forestry, Fisheries and the Environment (DFFE), to cater
for the conducting of the public participation process which includes registered 1&APs, the competent
authority, directly impacted landowners/occupiers, adjacent landowners/occupiers, relevant Organs of
State departments, Municipalities, ward councillors and other key stakeholders.

Projects Details

Proposed Activity: Komsberg Wind Farm (Pty) Ltd would like to amend the EMPr's and Facility Layouts for
the authorised Komsberg East and West Wind Energy Facilities (14/12/16/3/3/2/857 and
14/12/16/3/3/2/856). The amendment is required to meet the EA requirements. The project entails the
consfruction of the 2 x 275MW Komsberg East and Komsberg West Wind Energy Facilities and the
associated infrastructure near of Sutherland, within the Laingsburg Local Municipality, Northern and
Western Cape Provinces.

Location: The authorised Facilitises are located-

Komsberg East: Portion 1, 3 and 4 of the Taayboschkraal 12, Portion 2 of Koornplaats 41; Portion 3 of
Boschmans Kloof 9, Portion 0 of Anys Riviers 14 near Sutherland, within the Laingsburg Local Municipality,
Western Cape Province.

Komsberg West: Portion 1 of De Plaat 205, Portion 2 of Schalkwyksraal 204. Portion 0 of Viakkloof 11; Portion
1 & 2 of Weldemoed 268, Portion 2 of Taayboschkraal 12 near Sutherland, Laingsburg Local Municipality,
Western and Northern Cape Province

Public Participation Plan:

The public participation (PP) process will be undertaken in accordance with the requirements of
Regulations 41(5) of the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) Regulations, 2014, as amended, (GNR 326).
The aim of the public participation process is primarily to ensure that:

» information containing all relevant facts in respect of the proposed amendment is made available to
potential stakeholders and 1&APs;

» participation by I&APs is facilitated in such a manner that all potential stakeholders and 1&APs are
provided with a reasonable opportunity to comment on the proposed amendments; and
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» comments received from potential stakeholders and I&APs are recorded and incorporated into the
amendment process.

The traditional means and opportunities available for the undertaking of public participation is still covered
and implemented as part of this plan considering the current limitations. Alternative means of undertaking
consultation has been designed and will be implemented by Savannah Environmental to ensure that I&APs
are afforded sufficient opportunity to raise comments on the projects through an interactive web-based
platform readily available and accessible to any person illustrating interest in the projects and enables the
public participation process to be undertaken in line with Regulations 41(5) of the EIA Regulations, 2014, as
amended.

The use of online tools enables stakeholders and I&APs to explore the project-specific content in their own
fime and allow them to participate in a meaningful way in the consultation process. The online platform
allows for feedback and comments to be submitted by I&APs, in so doing saving time for the stakeholder
and also giving the assurance that their comments have been submitted for inclusion in the project’s
reporting. The online stakeholder engagement platform considers the limitations applied by the Disaster
Management Act Regulations prohibiting the gathering of people, as well as limitations which certain
I&APs may have in terms of access to computers and internet as well as access to public spaces not open
for operation or which have restricted access.

The benefits of the online stakeholder engagement platform include:

e Ability to create a dedicated project-specific online platform to enable easy access to project-related
information.

e Allowing registered stakeholders and I&APs the opportunity to engage on a project without leaving
their office or home.

e Enabling the PP team to maintain a complete database of 1&APs through maintaining a record of
persons accessing the online stakeholder consultation platform.

e Provides a resilient solution o a public consultation process.

Where registered 1&APs do not have the applicable facilities (i.e. access to infernet, mobile phones, or
computers), provision has been made to include these I&APs in the consultation process by consulfing with
the Ward Councillor, the ward committee members, community representatives and local community
forum members.

The schematic illustration below provides an overview of the tools that are available to I&APs and
stakeholders to access project information and interact with the public participation team to obtain
project information and resolve any queries that may arise, and to meet the requirements for public
participation.
