Historical and architectural interest

Lombard’s Post was originally granted to Pieter
Lombard in 1790 as a loan farm. It served as a
military fortification during the Fourth and Sixth
Frontier Wars. During the second half of the nineteenth
century the farm buildings were fortified by the then
owner, Benjamin Keeton. 10/2/781.
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
